PRIMARY ELECTION (A.R.S. 16-201)

*** Candidate filings for precinct committeemen will not be accepted before this date.  If you mail or 

        bring into the office filing forms before this date they will be returned to you.

SIGNATURE REQUIREMENTS:

For a candidate to run for precinct committee person they must have signatures of a minimum of 2% and a maximum of 10% or 10 signatures (whichever is less) of the party voter registration within the precinct the candidate is registered in.  A list of precinct committeemen allowed by law per precinct and signature requirements for each precinct will be provided to you.
PETITIONS:
Partisan Nomination Petition (Primary Election)

This petition is used for party nomination in the primary election.  Each person signing the petition must be a qualified elector of the state, a member of the same political party and a resident in the political division or district of the candidate (A.R.S. 16-321.C.)

The nomination petition is the form used for obtaining the required number of signatures of qualified electors in order for the candidate to have his/her name placed on the official ballot (A.R.S. 16-314.B.)

In accordance with (A.RS. 16-315) the nomination petition shall be fourteen inches wide by eight and one-half inches long.  The circulator must be qualified to register to vote in this state, should read the instructions found on the back of the petition and follow them carefully.  Qualified electors signing a petition must complete information, print and sign as registered; give actual address or description of place of residence, City, Town or Post Office and date of signing.  Blank petitions may be duplicated but the original petition used must be on a form supplied by the Cochise County Elections/Special Districts Office.
A VOTER MAY SIGN AS MANY CANDIDATE PETITIONS EQUAL TO THE NUMBER TO BE ELECTED WITHIN THAT OFFICE.  FOR EXAMPLE, IF THERE ARE THREE PRECINCT COMMITTEEMEN TO BE ELECTED, A VOTER MAY SIGN UP TO THREE CANDIDATE PETITIONS.
NOMINATION PAPER:

(NOMINATION PAPER, AFFIDAVIT OF QUALIFICATION AND CAMPAIGN FINANCE LAWS STATEMENT)

The first section of the form is the affidavit of qualification.  Residence must be listed as well as mailing address if different, and the exact manner in which the candidate desires to have their name appear on the official ballot.  These two sections must be signed by the candidate and notarized.

The third section is the Campaign Finance Laws Statement requiring only the candidate’s signature.
NOTE: Names printed on the official ballot are limited to last name, first and middle names.  abbreviations, initials and nicknames are permissible, but in no event shall nicknames, abbreviations or initials suggest reference to professional, fraternal, religious or military titles.  Abbreviated names or nicknames may be printed with quotations marks.  The candidates’ last name will always appear first on the official ballot.

Write-In Candidate:
Precinct Committee Candidate running as a write-in candidate for an office where only one candidate or no candidate has filed a nomination paper and the election may therefore be subject to cancellation, to file the candidate’s write-in nomination paper no later than 76 days before the election.
NECESSARY PAPERWORK CHECKLIST:

1.
Nomination Paper, Affidavit of Qualification, and Campaign Finance Laws Statement (All 
three of these are on the same one-page form).

______Make sure to answer every question and fill in every blank.

______Write the candidate’s name exactly how he or she wants it to be printed on the ballot.  The 
candidate’s last name must appear first.  Nicknames are permissible as long as they do not 
suggest a title.

______The candidate must sign the form and have the signature notarized.***

Nomination Petitions
______The candidate must file at least the minimum number of signatures required for the office 
sought and no more than the maximum number.  If there are too few, the Elections/Special 
Districts Office cannot accept the nomination papers.  Signature requirements are based on the 
March 1, 2010 voter registration totals and will be available after that date.

______Each petition is 14 inches wide by 8 1/2 inches long.  Originals are provided in candidate 
packets or can be obtained at the Elections Office.

______Check to see that the circulator portion of each petition is completed.
______Did the circulator print his or her name, actual address or description of place of residence, city 
or town, and county on the back of each petition?

______Did the circulator sign the back of each petition?

______Check to see that the signature portion of each petition is complete.

______Is there a date for each signature?

______Is there a residence or mailing address including the city or town, or a description of the 
residence location for each signature?

NOTE: Signatures on petitions are not verified by this office; however, they are subject to challenge.  Nomination paper and petitions become public record once filed and are subject to inspection by the general public.

***The Elections/Special Districts staff will notarize forms; free of charge, if the signer presents picture identification.
